1. Recommendation to AGC
a. AGC and EGC approved the recommendation to update existing fliers for CE classes, promotions, events, etc. 
b. Campuses have been notified regarding the color paper options for the fliers, and the colors have also been posted online.
2. Project Updates
a. The two-pocket folders have been updated with the new image colors, etc. Each campus will receive a supply based on input from Student Services and Office Managers.

ACTION: Ranessa to coordinate the distribution of folders to each campus.

b. Making History brochures have been revised with current information. The target audience is primarily industry leaders vs. students; however, a small supply will be available at each campus. It was noted that the contact information for CE (e.g. web site, and address) should have been included on the brochure. It was suggested that the brochures be made available to the career centers and local churches when there is collaboration with CE.

c. Making History wall murals are being created for each campus. ECC’s mural focuses on graduation/commencement. WCC’s mural is next, and will focus on the campus of excellence theme for Hospitality and Consumer Science; however, other programs will be shown in various photos. 

ACTION: Ranessa will coordinate with the WCC Resident Dean and Office Manger to determine the best location for the mural.
d. ABS notebook pages have been completed. Thanks to the committee members who offered input on the content for the pages. Upon request from the Accreditation Leadership committee, SLOs have been included in this version. We’re expecting 5,000 notebooks for fall and spring distribution to students.
e. Retractable banners are being finalized. The banners highlight the Job Training/Certificate Programs offered at each campus. It was suggested that similar signs be considered for use as external signage in and around campus buildings.

ACTION: Holly to finalize art files and coordinate final order of signs.

ACTION: Holly to provide final art files to Rich McGirr for use on the web site.
f. Bulletin boards are being cleaned up throughout all campuses. A green paper background (color identified from the CE color palette) is being placed as a background on all boards, plus a standard title and logo will be added to each. ECC boards are complete. Chavez campus is next.
3. Web Site
a. Rich McGirr gave a short presentation of the web site, and mostly indicated the redesigned look and colors. The site has been developed using Drupal as a basic content management system along with customized modules and code to maximize opportunities for collaboration, data mashups, and use of social media.

b. The committee agreed it makes sense to have several contributors to the web site to keep a fresh feel and show content in real-time.

ACTION: Full committee to recommend good candidates for web site contributors.
